Unofficial translation

Committee of TTCC
Dushanbe, 20-21 June 2019

Honorable Chairman,
Esteemed participants of the Meeting!

Allow me, at the onset, to express sincere gratitude to the ECO Secretariat
for invitations to participate in this Meeting and for organizing it. Also, the thanks
go to the Host Country (Tajikistan) for warm and friendly hospitality.

Today, the present high level Meeting is undoubtedly an obvious proof of
the important signs indicating at the continual and thus sustainable improvement of
the regional railway network. It is also construed as a sign of the careful attention
that the ECO attaches to the process of strengthening and essentially widening the
regional economic cooperation.

The expansion of the joint cooperation in the railway sector among the
Member Countries of the ECO is one of the key strategized directions in the state
policy of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Our prime goal, which is common for us and ECO, is the establishment of
the optimal transit-transport system to grow into the effective mechanism of
facilitating trade.

In this context, special attention is to be paid to joint infrastructure projects,
which will facilitate the creation of the railway network common to all the ECO
Member States.

With that in mind, the integration of the Kyrgyz Republic into the global
community is becoming all the more acute within the process of the country’s
development under real time terms. The currently disintegrated railway roads in
Kyrgyzstan stretching for 425km do not meet the increasing consumer needs for
domestic transportation. Moreover, in the absence of the swift and thus direct
outlet routes to international seaports the currently prevailing deadlocked status of
rail-based roads makes the present situation even more complex. In this regard, the
core issue in the development and subsequent improvement of the national railway
network is the establishment of mainstream railway corridors.

From that stance, one of the practical steps towards resolving the current
challenge is the implementation of the project on the construction of the railway
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route crossing the territories of the five countries, including China, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan, Afghanistan and Iran.

As with the deserved value of this project for the many countries of the ECO
region, it is utterly critical to Kyrgyzstan as it paves way to the outlets in
international seaports.

One other important project is the construction of railway from China via
Kyrgyzstan to Uzbekistan.

This project, while transcending the territory of Kyrgyzstan, will connect the
ports of the Pacific with those in the Persian Gulf and stations in countries of
Europe.

Today, this project is a priority for the Kyrgyz Republic.

The strategy that is being adhered to, as regards both flanks of this railway
corridor, will enable reducing the transit from East Asia to the countries of the
Middle East and of South Europe. It will serve to reduce overall travel time. Else,
it will stimulate the utilization and conservation of affluent natural resources along
the corridor.

In 2015, in the city of Bishkek, the meeting was held at the level of experts
from countries enroute China-Kyrgyzstan-Tajikistan-Afghanistan-Iran railway
route. During that event, the document (Protocol) was signed in relation to
financial assistance for fulfillment of the project’s feasibility study in the territory
of the Kyrgyz Republic.

As the outcome of that meeting, the decision was adopted on allocating the
required financing for carrying out the feasibility study on the Kyrgyz segment of
the railway corridor to be endorsed at the subsequent Meeting of Council of
Ministers of ECO. Regretfully, the planned COM Meeting has not pushed through,
until now.

Recently, the Kyrgyz Republic has, in writing, confirmed its consent to the
participation in the abovementioned Meeting to be at the level of Ministers of
Transport. In the light of the recent developments, we express a hope that, in the
near future, the Meeting will be realized and the positive solution about financial
assistance for the feasibility study will be adopted.

We hope that the development of the strategy on the railway sector will
facilitate common and thus easy access to the reliable transport network.

In conclusion, I would like to wish every success to the Meeting.
