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Report

The 9t ECO Ministerial Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction was held on 17th
September, 2024 in Dushanbe, hosted by the Committee of Emergency Situations and Civil
Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan. The Ministerial Meeting was preceded by the High-
Level Working Group Meeting (HLWGM) on 16th September 2024. The Honorable Ministers,
Deputy Ministers and Heads of Delegations of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the Islamic
Republic of Iran, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, the Republic
of Tajikistan (Host), the Republic of Turkiye and Turkmenistan participated in the meeting.
Moreover, the meeting was also attended by the representatives of regional and international
organizations including Asian Development Bank (ADB), UN World Food Programme
(WFP), UNICEF, World Bank, Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE),
Aga Khan Agency for Habitat (AKAH) and Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency
(TIKA). The ECO Secretariat's delegation was headed by the Deputy Secretary General, H.E.
Ambassador Silapberdi Nurberdiyev. The list of the participants is attached as Annex-I.

High Level Working Group Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction (HLWGM-DRR)

2. The High-Level Working Group Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction (HLWGM on
DRR) held on 16t September, 2024 discussed and finalized the Draft Agenda and Draft
Dushanbe Declaration for the 9th ECO Ministerial Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction, as well
as reviewed implementation status of ECO Regional Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction
(ECORFDRR) and Roadmap. Additionally, the HLWG Meeting reviewed proposals, projects
and recommendations aimed at improving disaster preparedness and response. Agenda and
Annotated Agenda are as Annex-II.

3. H.E. Ambassador Silapberdi Nurberdiyev inaugurated the HLWG Meeting. While
welcoming the senior officials, he extended his gratitude to the Committee of Emergency
Situations and Civil Defense of Tajikistan for their support in enhancing disaster resilience in
the ECO region. He said, we aim to foster collaboration and develop effective strategies to
mitigate risks and safeguard our communities of member nations.

4. The ECO Director for Human Resources and Sustainable Development (HRSD), Dr.
Husnu Tekin, warmly welcoming the Senior Officials, expressed profound gratitude to the
host authorities of the Republic of Tajikistan. In his opening statement during the High-Level
Working Group Meeting, Dr. Tekin underscored ECO’s unwavering commitment to
enhancing disaster risk reduction across all Member States, emphasizing the challenges
encountered by landlocked countries. Promoting a robust regional framework, he stressed the
necessity of mitigating risks and fostering resilience in accordance with the ECO Vision 2025
and the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). ECO Director further underscored the critical
importance of recognizing disaster resilience as a fundamental economic and human right,
urging the active participation of all relevant stakeholders. He called for collaborative efforts to
promote inclusive development and fortify resilience-building initiatives throughout the
region, thereby ensuring a sustainable and secure future for all Member States. Copy of his
statement is as Annex-III.
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5. Mayor-General Kamolzoda Jamshed Jamol, Head of the Department of Population and
Territory Protection, warmly welcomed all participants of the High-Level Working Group
Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction in Dushanbe. He highlighted Tajikistan's pivotal role in
the field of disaster risk reduction, noting the country's ongoing efforts to enhance resilience
against natural hazards through comprehensive policies and community engagement.
Currently, the Republic of Tajikistan stands at the forefront of disaster risk management in the
region, actively implementing strategies that align with international frameworks and best
practices. In his statement, he urged ECO Member States to collaborate closely in sharing
knowledge and resources, emphasizing the importance of collective action to address shared
vulnerabilities. He stressed the necessity of implementing recommendations and decisions in
accordance with the Dushanbe Declaration, which serves as a guiding framework for future
initiatives in disaster risk reduction, ensuring that all Member States are equipped to face the
challenges ahead. Copy of his statement is as Annex-IV.

6. During the High-Level Working Group Meeting, the senior officials elaborated on
disaster risk reduction strategies in the ECO region. They shared proposals and ideas aimed at
further enhancing collaboration and harmonizing frameworks to mitigate the risks and
impacts of disasters within the ECO Region. This collective discourse underscored the
commitment of Member States to work together in creating a resilient and sustainable
environment, fostering an integrated approach to disaster risk management that benefits all
nations involved of the region. The senior officials also deliberated and reviewed the
implementation status of the Road Map and the ECO Regional Framework on Disaster Risk
Reduction (ECORFDRR) for 2021-2025, as well as projects and proposals, and proposed to
establish the ECO Regional Technical Expert Group to update the DRR framework and its
roadmap for 2025-2030, in alighment with the principles and objectives outlined in the Sendai
Framework. Furthermore, as part of the agenda, the HLWG Meeting shared insights regarding
the forthcoming Asia-Pacific Ministerial Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction, emphasizing
practical solutions for financing, inclusive governance, and resilience in both urban and rural
contexts.

7. The High-Level Working Group Meeting deliberated upon and assessed the Dushanbe
Declaration, emphasizing recent advancements in disaster risk reduction within the ECO
region. The senior officials outlined the priorities and targets of Global Frameworks
particularly SFDRR, and emphasized to enhance disaster risk reduction in the ECO region,
such as capacity building initiatives; research and data sharing; international partnership and
collaboration with various stakeholders, including governments, NGOs, and the private
sector, to foster a multi-hazard approach to DRR; funding resources; advocacy and awareness;
monitoring process. They further stated the critical role of leveraging the latest technologies
and best practices, suggested for integrating innovative solutions, such as early warning
systems, data analytics, artificial intelligence machine learning, remote sensing, and
integration of data system for enhancing disaster risk reduction in the ECO region.

8. In accordance with the principles set forth in the Dushanbe Declaration, the senior
officials proposed the recommendations and decisions for consideration of the Ministers and
Heads of Delegations for implementation across the ECO Region. These recommendations and
decisions aim to enhance regional cooperation, improve governance mechanisms, and build
resilience against disasters in the ECO region, aligning with the broader goals of sustainable
development and disaster risk reduction. The meeting culminated in the preparation and
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finalization of the Draft Agenda, Draft Dushanbe Declaration and Draft Report, for
consideration and adoption by the Ministerial Meeting.

9th ECO Ministerial Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction

Agenda Item No. 1
Inauguration of the Meeting:

9. In his inaugural remarks, H.E. Ambassador Silapberdi Nurberdiyev welcomed the
Honorable Ministers, Deputy Ministers, Heads of Delegations, and representatives of
international organizations. He outlined the meeting's purpose to review progress since the
last Ministerial Meeting in March 2021 to recommend measures for enhancing regional
cooperation on disaster risk reduction. He emphasized ECO’s commitment to improving
disaster risk management and fostering resilience in the region, acknowledging the
vulnerabilities posed by its diverse geological and climatic challenges.

10.  Ambassador Nurberdiyev introduced the proposed program, "Strengthening Disaster
Risk Management Capacity for Building Resilience to Disasters in the ECO Region," which
aims to identify hazards, integrate disaster risk reduction into governance, enhance public
awareness, and improve livelihoods, all while aligning with the Sendai Framework and
Sustainable Development Goals. The ECO Deputy Secretary General underscored the
necessity of collaborative initiatives that transcend borders, aiming to ensure that no
community is left behind in the pursuit of a safer, more resilient future, while promoting
sustainable development and shared prosperity across the region. His statement is as Annex-
V.

11. While delivering his statement, H.E. Mr. Rustam Nazarzoda, Chairman of the
Committee of Emergency Situations and Civil Defense of the Republic of Tajikistan, warmly
welcomed all participants of the Ministerial Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction. He
emphasized the critical importance of collaboration and shared responsibility in addressing
the multifaceted challenges posed by natural disasters in the ECO region. Mr. Nazarzoda
highlighted Tajikistan's commitment to fostering regional cooperation and enhancing
resilience through effective policy implementation and strategic initiatives. He expressed
gratitude for the presence of esteemed delegates and reiterated the necessity of collective
action to safeguard communities and ensure sustainable development amidst increasing
disaster risks. Elaborating on Tajikistan’s achievements in disaster risk reduction, he shared
ideas for enhancing collaboration and harmonizing frameworks to mitigate disaster impacts in
the ECO Region.

12.  Mr. Nazarzoda stressed the importance of the implementation status of the Roadmap
and the ECO Regional Framework on Disaster Risk Reduction (ECORFDRR) for 2021-2025,
expressing a strong commitment to advancing these initiatives and proposed to revise the
ECORFDRR for the period 2025-2030, ensuring alignment with the Sendai Framework. Copy
of his statement is as Annex-VI.



Agenda Item No. 2
Election of the Chairman:

13. In accordance with the ECO Rules of Procedure, H.E. Mr. Rustam Nazarzoda,
Chairman of the Committee of Emergency Situations and Civil Defense of the Republic
of Tajikistan was unanimously elected as the Chairman of the “9th ECO Ministerial Meeting on
Disaster Risk Reduction”.

14.  H.E. Mr. Rustam Nazarzoda, Chairman of the Emergency Situations and Civil Defense
of the Republic of Tajikistan thanked the ECO Member States on his election as the Chairman
of this important event and continued his responsibilities of the Ministerial Meeting.

Agenda Item No. 3
Adoption of the Agenda:

15. In the absence of any objection, the meeting adopted its agenda unanimously as
proposed by the ECO Secretariat and finalized by the preceding High-Level Working Group
Meeting (HLWGM) on 16 September, 2024. Copy of agenda of the meeting is as Annex-VII.

Agenda Item No.4
Statements by the Ministers/Heads of Delegation of the Member States and
representatives of regional and international organizations on Disaster Risk Reduction in

ECO Region

16.  Under this agenda item, the honorable Ministers, Heads of Delegations and the
esteemed representatives of the invited international organization delivered their statements
and knowledge and best practices to mitigate the disaster risk reduction in the ECO region. In
their opening remarks, they thanked and appreciated the Government of the Republic of
Tajikistan for hosting this important meeting. Copies of their statements are as Annex-VIIIL

17.  During the meeting, the Ministers and Heads of Delegations underscored the
importance of enhancing regional cooperation in disaster risk reduction (DRR) and
emphasized the implementation of the ECO Regional Framework on Disaster Risk Reduction
(ECORFDRR). They highlighted the need for capacity building, research, and multi-
stakeholder collaboration, recognizing the critical role of innovative technologies, such as early
warning systems and data analytics, in strengthening DRR efforts. Inclusivity and gender-
responsive governance in DRR initiatives were also stressed as essential for updating the
ECORFDRR.

18.  The delegations acknowledged the challenges posed by human and asset losses relative
to GDP and emphasized the priorities and targets of global frameworks, particularly the
Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction (SFDRR). The ECO Regional Framework on
Disaster Risk Reduction (ECORFDRR), aligned with the Sendai Framework, serves as a
foundation for collaborative action, highlighting the commitment to disaster preparedness and
vulnerability reduction across all sectors. Key priorities include integrating DRR into national
development plans, enhancing regional cooperation and knowledge sharing, and
incorporating climate adaptation into disaster management strategies to build resilient
societies. They encouraged for international partnerships with various stakeholders, including
governments, NGOs, and the private sector, to foster a multi-hazard approach to DRR.
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19. In their statements, the delegations reaffirmed the need to leverage the latest
technologies and best practices, advocating for the integration of solutions like artificial
intelligence, machine learning, remote sensing, and comprehensive data systems to enhance
disaster risk reduction in the ECO region. The Heads of Delegation emphasized the shared
goal of protecting lives and livelihoods from the threats posed by natural and human-induced
disasters, particularly in light of challenges from earthquakes, floods, droughts, and climate
change, which strain economies, ecosystems, and infrastructure. They said, the innovation and
technology are vital in managing transboundary risks, with advanced early warning systems,
satellite monitoring, and data-sharing platforms enabling effective mitigation of disaster
impacts. Despite the challenges ahead, unity, cooperation, and innovation can safeguard
communities and promote long-term economic growth and sustainable development through
effective disaster risk reduction measures.

20.  UNICEF expressed gratitude to the government of the Republic of Tajikistan for its
important initiative on regional disaster risk reduction (DRR). They emphasized the necessity
of centering children's rights in climate-related policies, as highlighted by UN General
Comment No. 26. Tajikistan stands out as the only country in the region included in the UN's
early warning initiative. UNICEF is dedicated to supporting early warning systems,
prevention, and response efforts, underscoring that children's voices and data must be integral
to disaster planning and response. Highlighting the critical need to strengthen social
institutions, such as health and education, to ensure comprehensive safety for all children,
especially those with disabilities, UNICEF conveyed readiness to contribute to evidence
generation and improve data systems with a child-centered focus. Furthermore, UNICEEF is
actively participating in an inter-ministerial conference on comprehensive school safety and
looks forward to further collaboration within this platform, expressing appreciation for the
opportunity to engage as an observer. This commitment reflects UNICEF's ongoing dedication
to enhancing the resilience and safety of children in the face of climate-related challenges.

21. Dr. Husnu Tekin, ECO Director of HRSD, expressed gratitude to UNICEF for
expressing UNICEF readiness to cooperate on DRR and explained that the ECO has already a
project on "The Short Animation Video for Children of the ECO Region on Disaster Prevention
and Preparedness." This initiative aligns with the ECORFDRR framework and aims to enhance
awareness and interest in disaster recovery and prevention among the ECO community while
improving public information. The Director assured future collaboration with UNICEEF in this
endeavor.

Agenda Item No.5
Consideration implementation of projects proposals discussed by HLWGM on Disaster
Risk Reduction on ECO Regional Framework and its Road Map

22. Under this Agenda item, the esteemed Ministers and Heads of Delegations considered
the implementation of projects and proposals discussed by the High-Level Working Group on
Disaster Risk Reduction. A comprehensive review of the current implementation status of the
ECORFDRR and Road Map was conducted, highlighting both achievements and areas
needing further attention. Additionally, the Ministerial Meeting considered establishing the
ECO Regional Technical Expert Group to update the DRR framework and its roadmap for
2025-2030, in alignment with the principles and objectives outlined in the Sendai Framework.
This group will also analyze the establishment of ECO Funds for DRR and enhance
collaboration among Member States.



Agenda Item No.6
Adoption of the Dushanbe Declaration

23.  The Meeting reviewed the Dushanbe Declaration and instructed the Secretariat to
convey to the Member States for their final views/comments/amendments (if any), and
decided that the same will be considered as adopted in case of no objection or any
amendments received within two weeks’ silence procedure from the date of circulation.
Further, the meeting requested the Member States to ensure effective implementation of the
recommendations and decisions of the Ministerial Meeting as reflected in the Dushanbe
Declaration after its adoption. Copy of Dushanbe Declaration is enclosed as Annex-IX.

Agenda Item No.7
Adoption of the Final Report

24.  The meeting reviewed Report of the Ministerial Meeting as drafted by the High-Level
Working Group Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction, held on 16 September, 2024, and
instructed the Secretariat to convey to the Member States for their final
views/comments/amendments (if any), and decided the same will be considered as adopted
in case of no objection or any amendments received within two weeks’ silence procedure from
the date of circulation. The meeting requested the Member States to ensure effective
implementation of the decisions of the Ministerial Meeting as reflected in the Report after its
adoption.

Distinguished Chair
Distinguished Participants from our esteemed Member States,

First of all, in the beginning of my speech, | would like to express my privilege to be part
of this august gathering. Therefore, | extend my gratitude to the Government of
Tajikistan for hosting 9" ECO Ministerial Meeting on DRR. Also | would like to specially
thank to our colleagues from the Committee of Emergency situations and Civil Defense
of the Republic of Tajikistan for their warm hospitality.

The last but not the least, | express my heartfelt gratitude to our esteemed
representatives, participants from our member states for their interest and contributions
to this important meeting on DRR.

Let me give brief information about this gathering. Now we have 7 ECO countries here in
this meeting. (Azerbaijan, Iran, Kazakhstan, Pakistan, Turkiye, Turkmenistan including
Tajikistan which is the host country).

We are conducting 9th Ministerial Meeting on DRR in this year here at Dushanbe. The
last Ministerial Meeting, | mean 8" Ministerial Meeting on DRR, was held virtually and
hosted by Turkiye in 2021.

Dear Participants,

As you all well aware of, the ECO region is one of the most disaster-prone regions in the
world. Due to its geological structure, topography and climactic characteristics, the region
is exposed to a wide range of hazards such as floods, earthquakes, landslides, sand and
dust storms etc... These disasters have been caused deaths, human suffering and
economic losses.

During the past decade more than 70 million of the inhabitants of the region have been
affected by disasters, mostly in Pakistan, Afghanistan, Iran and Tuirkiye. For instance,
because of the earthquakes happened in the beginning of this year in Turkiye, we



unfortunately lost more than 50 thousand people as well as property damages and loss
which is estimated around 100 billion USD dollars.

Accordingly, adapting DRM approaches and strategies in our member states is very
significant and critical issue to address emerging DRM issues.

For this reason, the ECO vision document which has been the main agenda of the
Organization for the decade (2015- 25) states that “A regional integrated disaster risk
reduction system/network will be established with the ultimate aim of preventing and
reducing disaster losses in lives, and in social, economic, and environmental assets of
people of ECO Member Countries”

Out of six directorates at ECO, HRSD directorate is the main department dealing with the
matters related to DRR in the region in line with the ECO Vision.

For this aim, in March 2021, the ECO Regional Framework on Disaster Risk Reduction
(ECORFDRR) and the ECORFDRR Implementation Road Map were adopted during the
8th Ministerial Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) to cope with the disaster
related issues in the region.

Therefore, in the first session of today, we are going to review the ECORFDRR and the
floor will be open for your contributions/commends on this framework for the consideration
of Ministerial Meeting tomorrow. Especially we would like to hear about implementation
status of ECORFDRR from our member states and the challenges have been faced.

Since this ECORFDRR is for 2001-2025, we have to review/update this framework
according to the Midterm Review of Sendai Framework which is the base for this
document next year.

| would like to stop here to open the floor for the statements of our esteemed Member
States.

Let me give some information on ECORFDRR. We already circulated this document
many times to Member States as we distributed recently for this meeting.

In the context of addressing in ECO region, ECO adopted Regional Plan Action of disaster
risk reduction and management for cascading risks and apply a multi-hazard, inclusive
and solution-oriented approach to DRR.

The action plan has 3 main purposes which is very much aligned with the goal of SFDRR:

e Reducing impact of disasters through fostering more efficient planning, creating
common information systems and exchanging good practices and programmed for



cooperation and capacity development in particular to address common and trans-
boundary disaster risk and facilitating Member States in developing and
implementing the right approaches and sound policies.

e Strengthening DRM capacities of related parties such as institutions, people and
member states.

e Guiding and supporting national implementation of SFDRR.

For these goals, the action plan identified 4 priorities toward achieving effective disaster
risk reduction and management for cascading risks: Understanding DRR, strengthening
risk governance, investing in DRM for resilience, enhancing risk management.

On the other hand, ECORFDRR needs to be updated. For this, we would like to suggest
establishing a working group to update this document according to the needs of our
member states as well as midterm revives of Sendai Framework for 2025-230

Another agenda item of today’s meeting is projects/projects proposal on DRR. During the
4th Expert Group Meeting in Iran, Iran raised 3 project proposals that we shared you. We
would like to hear commends of our Member States on these project proposals as well
as the other two projects adopted by Regional Planning Council.

| also would like to inform the esteemed committee about ECO Regional Center for Risk
Management of Natural Disasters (ECO-RCRM). Upon the decision of 26th ECO Council
Of Ministers Meeting in Tashkent in 2023, ECO Regional Center for Risk Management of
Natural Disasters (ECO-RCRM) based in Mashed, Islamic Republic of Iran, was
established with the aim to promote cooperation among Member States for effective
natural disasters risk management.

Again, | would like to conclude by expressing my sincere gratitude to all participants for
your attendance and contributions.

9th Ministerial Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR)
Dushanbe, Republic of Tajikistan
September 17, 2024

Dushanbe Declaration

We, the Ministers and Heads of Delegation of the ECO Member States,
convening on September 17, 2024, in Dushanbe for the 9th Ministerial
Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction, under the esteemed Chairmanship of
the Republic of Tajikistan, reaffirm our commitment to the principles
enshrined in Article II of the Izmir Treaty, alongside other pertinent ECO
documents, including the ECO Vision 2015-2025 and the relevant provisions
of the Sendai Framework, and while:

Recalling the recommendations from the 8th ECO Ministerial Meeting on
Disaster Risk Management, held in 2021 virtually under the chairmanship of
the Republic of Ttirkiye, we emphasize the imperative of fostering enhanced
regional cooperation in the field of disaster risk reduction (DRR);

Highlighting the adoption of the ECO Regional Framework on Disaster Risk
Reduction (ECORFDRR) and the Roadmap for its implementation (2021-
2025), we affirm the establishment of a technical expert group tasked with
updating this framework for the forthcoming five years, which represents a
significant next step for our region in advancing disaster risk reduction
(DRR);

Following the outlines priorities and targets of Global Frameworks
particularly SFDRR, we emphasize to enhance disaster risk reduction in the
ECO region, such as capacity building initiatives; research and data sharing;
international partnership and collaboration with various stakeholders,
including governments, NGOs, and the private sector, to foster a multi-
hazard approach to DRR; funding resources; advocacy and awareness;
monitoring process.

Stating the critical role of leveraging the latest technologies and best
practices, we affirm integrating innovative solutions, such as early warning
systems, data analytics, artificial intelligence machine learning, remote



sensing, integration of data system for enhancing disaster risk reduction in
the ECO region.

Concerning the human and asset losses relative to Gross Domestic Product,
which are prone to exacerbation in countries with limited capacity to prepare
for, finance, and respond to disasters and climate change, we underscore the
necessity of engaging in the process of Damage and Loss Fund as delineated
in COP29, to be hosted by Azerbaijan;

Acknowledging that building resilience to disasters constitutes a significant
development challenge for the region, we recognize that an enhanced
understanding of risk, use of technology for resilience, fortified risk
governance, increased investment, and improved preparedness collectively
establish a robust foundation for the resilience of individuals, communities,
governments, and businesses;

Highlighting the significance of the upcoming Asia-Pacific Ministerial
Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction (APMCDRR) in October 2024, in
Manila, Philippines, we emphasize the importance of adhering to its
thematic pillars, which include practical solutions to enhance disaster risk
reduction financing, ensuring inclusivity with a focus on leaving no one
behind, promoting gender-responsive and inclusive disaster risk
governance, and advancing both localization and urban and rural resilience,
these considerations will be integral as we update the ECO Regional
Framework on Disaster Risk Reduction (ECORFDRR);

Have decided to:

1. Establish the ECO Regional technical expert group for updating
Disaster Risk Reduction framework for ECO region and its Roadmap
for (2025-2030), which are imperative for implementation of Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction, as well as carrying out expert
analysis on the establishment of ECO Funds on DRR in the region and
will enhance collaboration among our Member States to integrate
disaster risk reduction in the region;



. Address the importance of transitioning the governance mechanism
from a ministry-centric approach to a comprehensive whole-of-
government and whole-of-society including academia civil society
NGOs/INGOs and private sectors to provide reasonable assurance in
achieving the objectives of disaster risk reduction policies and propose
joint projects based on the implementation of the ECORFDRR.

. Promote cooperation among Member States and with international
stakeholders and partners in alignment with the new ECO Vision and
the ECO Regional Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction.

. Encourage Member States to exchange their ideas and comments on
the proposed projects by the Islamic Republic of Iran during the 4th
Expert Group Meeting on Disaster Risk Reduction in 2023.

. Underline the importance of human capacity development, sharing of
knowledge and practices and invite the Member States to consider the
benefits of capacity enhancement through the short-term training
facility of the Secretariat on the Sendai Framework Monitoring System,
including Disaster Loss Accounting, developed in close cooperation
with the UNDRR, especially during the upcoming Asia-Pacific
Ministerial Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction (APMCDRR) as
well as during the forums, training sessions and exhibitions on DRR
by the ECO Member States/Secretariat.

. Emphasize the continuation of effective interaction with relevant
regional and international organizations and development partners,
including UN organizations and international/regional bodies, inter
alia, the UNDRR, UNESCAP [and its relevant regional bodies,
including APDIM], and welcome the recent proposal of UNESCAP to
cooperate on a new regional framework and strategic action plan for
managing cascading risks from natural and biological hazards,
through cooperation with sub-regional bodies such as ECO and others
to shape a longer-term, holistic, coordinated, and more strategic
approach to building disaster and climate resilience aligned with the
Sustainable Development Goals.



. Welcome the project recommended by the 34th Regional Planning

local strategies for disaster risk reduction, and the exchange of
experiences on a regional scale for the next vision and updated
framework on DRR.

11.Encourage national, regional, and international (public and private)

organizations and institutions to support programs, projects, and
plans contributing to DRR in the region, and implementation of
applicable decisions of the adopted declaration, and support the
initiatives of the ECO Secretariat.

Today, the world is facing more than 34 serious challenges, the most important
of which include climate change, water scarcity (especially fresh and drinking
water), green space scarcity an and desertification. Since a century ago, about
2 billion gigatons of greenhouse gases have been released to the atmosphere,
emanating mostly from the industrialized countries such as the United States,
China, France, Germany, Japan, South Korea, U.K., Australia, etc. Such a trend
has led to the climate change which has moved the world towards a situation
teemed with serious challenges with ever-increasing consequences.



There is no option for the world other than measures to be taken by above-
mentioned governments in order to control and reduce annual greenhouse
gases. To reduce their carbon footprint, they are required to invest in
preservation and development of the green spaces.

Considering the utmost importance of the issue of the environment, the
Islamic Republic of Iran has embarked on the execution of a national plan to
plant one billion fruitful trees in 4 years. The plan was launched under the
order of the Supreme Leader last year. To implement this initiative, the Iranian
government has chosen trees that are compatible with the climatic features of
various regions of the country.

Esteemed participants,

Needless to say that most of these risks are limited to geographical borders.
Similarly, it is a well-established fact, access to correct and reliable information
about risks forms the basis for swift, accurate, effective and timely decisions to
be made for managing emergency situations and reducing fatalities and
financial losses. The Islamic Republic of Iran believes that as valuable
technologies exist in the field of disaster management, the appropraite use of
smart systems should be put on the agenda in order to analyze data correctly
for the realization of goals intended by countries and governments. Similarly,
it is necessary for the emergency and disaster management ministries and
organizations of ECO member states to analyze and evaluate data in a timely
manner and issue warnings to the responsible organizations within the
framework of some coherent information systems and smart systems.

To achieve these goals, the Islamic Republic of Iran has identified national risk
data under a centralized and integrated plan called SDI or Spatial Data



Infrastructure, and has shared these data with executive bodies. Implementing
this plan, we have achieved successful and great experiences in managing
disasters such as earthquake risk mitigation, flood control, subsidence,
landslide, water stress, drought, frost, wildfire, dust storms, and cold and heat
waves.

Gentlemen and ladies,

| strongly believe that the cooperation of ECO member states in the field of
prediction, prevention, preparation, response, reconstruction, and recovery
could form a turning point for making the disaster management more
effective.

Considering that some regions of ECO member countries are located in arid
and semi-arid geography, it is incumbent upon us to take effective some
collective steps concerning the following issues:

1. Preparing regional geological risk maps,

2. Managing common water resources in order to prevent the disruption of
the regional ecosystem,

3. Holding trainings and conducting joint governmental and community-
oriented maneuvers and exercises,

4. Setting up a joint specialized task force in order to work make collective
measures more effective,

5. Developing cooperation in the field of forecasting weather conditions,
issuing warnings and making quick responses, and



6. Sharing modern technologies in the field of disaster management.
Mr. President and dear participants,

| would like to draw your attention to the fact that ECO region is among the
most vulnerable parts of the Asia which has sustained a lot of damages.
Compared to those living in Europe and most of African countries, we are much
more exposed to damages and losses from natural hazards. Therefore, it is
naturally expected that ECO countries consider the establishment of a credit
fund to be used for measures required in various stages of the disaster
management cycle by its member countries in a "coordinated", "cross-border"
and "comprehensive" manner. In light of the goals and mission of ECO,
including improving the economic resilience of its member states, the Islamic
Republic of Iran expresses its readiness to hold regional capacity-building
trainings and promote cooperation to respond to transnational risks such as
dust storm, water scarcity, wildfires and the like.

In closing, | would like to seize the opportunity and highlight the dire situation
of the people of Gaza. It is a huge and heartbreaking human tragedy and
genocide which has taken the lives of more than 40,000 martyrs and 90,000
injured and has made a large number of people homeless and displaced. It is
like a destructive hazard entailing the threat of spreading in the region. | would

PRESENT AT THIS MEETING, WHERE OPPORTUNITIES FOR COOPERATION ARE
DISCUSSED, CHALLENGES IN THE FIGHT AGAINST DISASTERS ARE SHARED, AND MOST
IMPORTANTLY, OUR BROTHERHOQOD IS STRENGTHENED.



IN THE PAST TEN YEARS, NATURAL DISASTERS HAVE IMPACTED UP TO 100 MILLION
PEOPLE IN OUR MEMBER COUNTRIES. IN THE YEARS TO COME, THERE WILL
PROBABLY BE MORE DISASTERS LINKED TO CLIMATE CHANGE THAT WILL AFFECT US.

AS YOU ARE AWARE, TURKIYE SAW ONE OF THE GREATEST CATASTROPHES OF THE
CENTURY ON FEBRUARY 6, 2023. THERE WERE SEVEN MAJOR EARTHQUAKES
RECORDED, THREE OF WHICH HAPPENED IN A SINGLE DAY. THE EARTHQUAKES, THE
LARGEST OF WHICH WAS 7.7-MAGNITUDE, AFFECTED APPROXIMATELY 120
THOUSAND SQUARE KILOMETERS, LARGER THAN 30 EUROPEAN COUNTRIES,
DIRECTLY AFFECTING 14 MILLION PEOPLE. DURING THE EARTHQUAKES, MORE THAN
107,000 PEOPLE WERE INJURED AND 53,718 CITIZENS LOST THEIR LIVES. BECAUSE OF
ITS ENORMITY, THIS DISASTER WAS DUBBED THE "DISASTER OF THE CENTURY" IN
SHORT.



AMIDST THE RUBBLE OF 39,000 COLLAPSED BUILDINGS, A TOTAL OF 35,250 SEARCH
AND RESCUE PERSONNEL—11,488 OF WHOM WERE INTERNATIONAL PERSONNEL—
WERE ENGAGED IN RESCUE OPERATIONS.

2.5 MILLION DISASTER-STRICKEN VICTIMS RECEIVED TEMPORARY SHELTER IN TENTS
AND 1 MILLION IN VARIOUS FACILITIES. WE STILL HOUSE 700 THOUSAND VICTIMS OF
DISASTERS IN CONTAINERS TODAY. THE DEBRIS OF NEARLY 270 THOUSAND
BUILDINGS HAS BEEN REMOVED, AND MORE THAN TWO MILLION BUILDINGS HAVE
SUSTAINED DAMAGE.

OF COURSE, MOVING THE VICTIMS OF THE DISASTER INTO PERMANENT HOUSING
HAS BEEN OUR ONLY GOAL AS THE STATE AND THE COUNTRY SINCE DAY ONE. FOR
THIS REASON, WE HAVE CONDUCTED DRAW OF LOTS FOR A TOTAL OF 101,254
DISASTER HOUSING UNITS IN THE REGION AND WE ARE HANDING OVER THE KEYS.
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WE CONTINUE TO PROVIDE OUR DISASTER VICTIMS WITH EARTHQUAKE-RESISTANT
PERMANENT HOMES.

| HAVE ATTEMPTED TO PROVIDE A SUCCINCT OVERVIEW OF THE POST-EARTHQUAKE
RECOVERY PROCESS. HOWEVER, | WOULD LIKE TO DRAW ATTENTION TO THE FACT
THAT WITHIN THE FIRST FEW HOURS OF THE EARTHQUAKE—ALMOST 45 MINUTES—
IT WAS DETERMINED THAT THE DISASTER WAS AT LEVEL 4, THE HIGHEST LEVEL
RECORDED IN EARTHQUAKE LITERATURE. AS A RESULT, AN INTERNATIONAL CALL
FOR AID WAS MADE RIGHT AWAY.

DURING THE MOST CHALLENGING PERIODS FOLLOWING THE EARTHQUAKE, THE
NATIONS OF THE ECONOMIC COOPERATION ORGANIZATION WERE AMONG THOSE
THAT GAVE OUR COUNTRY THE MOST ASSISTANCE. WE HAD NEARLY 630 SEARCH
AND RESCUE PERSONNEL WITH US, AND OUR FRIENDS FROM THE ECO MEMBER
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STATES GAVE A HELPING HAND WITH THEIR TEAMS CONSISTING OF AT LEAST 50
PEOPLE.

ON THIS OCCASION OF THIS MEETING, | WOULD LIKE TO ONCE AGAIN EXPRESS
TURKIYE'S SINCERE GRATITUDE TO TAJIKISTAN AND ALL OF THE ECO'S MEMBER
COUNTRIES FOR THEIR IN-KIND, FINANCIAL, AND PERSONNEL SUPPORT, AS WELL AS
THEIR SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTION TO TRANSFORMING THE "DISASTER OF THE
CENTURY" INTO THE "SOLIDARITY OF THE CENTURY." TAJIKISTAN SENT ITS FIRST
EVER RESCUE TEAM ABROAD. THEY SAVED LIVES AND WE WILL ALWAYS
REMEMBER THEIR HELP WITH GRATITUDE.

| WOULD LIKE TO MENTION THAT AFTER THE DISASTER OF THE CENTURY, WE HAVE
BEGUN INITIATING PROJECTS BASED ON THE KNOWLEDGE WE HAVE ACQUIRED TO
RAISE THE NUMBER OF SEARCH AND RESCUE TEAMS AND AFAD VOLUNTEERS TO 100
THOUSAND IN ORDER TO ENHANCE OUR EFFECTIVENESS IN RESPONDING TO
DISASTERS.

APART FROM OUR RESPONSE TO DISASTERS, | WANT TO HIGHLIGHT OUR FOCUS ON
REDUCING AND PREVENTING RISKS BEFORE DISASTERS OCCUR, WHICH IS OUR
MAIN RESPONSIBILITY. WHILE WE ESTABLISH TURKIYE'S DISASTER RISK



MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (TAFRIiSK), WE ARE ALSO IMPLEMENTING THE DISASTER
RISK REDUCTION SYSTEM (ARAS) PROJECT TO COMPREHEND AND ANALYZE
DISASTER HAZARDS. THIS ALLOWS US TO CARRY OUT SUSCEPTIBILITY, RISK, AND
SPREAD ANALYSES OF POTENTIAL DISASTERS, EVEN IN THE SMALLEST AREAS.

ADDITIONALLY, WE ARE CARRYING OUT OUR OPERATIONS IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THE OBIJECTIVES, GOALS, AND MEASURES ESTABLISHED IN THE PROVINCIAL RISK
REDUCTION PLANS DEVELOPED FOR VARIOUS TYPES OF DISASTERS IN 81
PROVINCES AND TURKIYE’S DISASTER RISK REDUCTION PLAN. WE GIVE PRIORITY TO
OUR EFFORTS IN HIGH-RISK AREAS DESIGNATED AS RED ACTION.

FOR INSTANCE, FOLLOWING THE RECENT FLOODS, WE HAVE EXPEDITED THE WORK
ON MITIGATING RISKS AND REHABILITATING OUR STREAMS. IN A SPAN OF 4
MONTHS, WE USED 111 EXCAVATORS TO CLEAR 3.5 MILLION CUBIC METERS OF
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STREAMS IN THE BLACK SEA REGION, AND OUR AIM IS TO REHABILITATE 5.5 MILLION
CUBIC METERS BY THE END OF THE YEAR.

OUR WORK IS FOUNDED ON THE 7 OBJECTIVES AND 4 PRIORITIES OUTLINED IN THE
"SENDAI FRAMEWORK FOR DISASTER RISK REDUCTION." WITHIN OUR
ORGANIZATION, WE FOLLOW THE "ECO REGIONAL FRAMEWORK FOR DISASTER RISK
REDUCTION," WHICH IS BUILT UPON THE SENDAI DOCUMENT.

THE "ROADMAP FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ECO RFDRR" GUIDES US IN OUR
ENDEAVORS. WE ARE CONFIDENT THAT THE ECO VISION 2025 WILL SUPPORT THESE
INITIATIVES.

SIMPLY PUT, AFAD UNDERSTANDS THAT INVESTING 1 LIRA IN PRE-DISASTER RISK
REDUCTION PREVENTS DAMAGE WORTH 15 LIRAS AFTER THE DISASTER. AS A
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RESULT, WE GIVE TOP PRIORITY TO DISASTER RISK REDUCTION EFFORTS.
